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Established in the 1970’s, the Summer Oncology Research Fellowship Program is designed for students in health science fields seeking for opportunities to conduct pediatric oncology research. The program is oriented to educate medical students in clinical and laboratory research studies. The ten to twelve week fellowship program is sponsored by the Division of Hematology, Oncology, and Blood and Marrow Transplantation at Children’s Hospital Los Angeles as well as the Department of Pediatrics at and USC Keck School of Medicine. Depending on their area of interest, fellows have the opportunity to be matched with one research project during the summer on topics such as acute lymphoblastic astrocytoma, supratentorial tumors of the nervous system, retinoblastoma, neuroblastoma, radiation oncology, carcinogenic compounds, immunotherapy, laser medicine, anti-angiogenic agents, thymopoiesis, cell therapy, biomarker development, imaging, and childhood sarcoma. Over the years, many fellows have authored or co-authored peer reviewed publications as well as presented their work at major national and international scientific meetings.
